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Abstract
More effort goes into maintaining software than developing it. One way to alleviate this is to make software adaptable (easy to modify with or without programming for some anticipated types of change in requirements). In this article we take up meta-modeling as a technique to make adaptable systems. We have developed prototypes to investigate the possibilities but also made a case study of a real application development that used meta-modeling techniques for some parts. The conclusion is that meta-modeling should not be used uncritically through the whole application but itself be adapted tothe situation and context.
